· All our activities and use of play equipment offer opportunities to develop in an environment free from prejudice and discrimination
· Management of resources within the setting will ensure that both girls and boys have full access to all kinds of activities and equipment and equally encouraged to play and learn from them

· Appropriate opportunities will be given to children to explore, acknowledge and value similarities and differences between themselves and others

· Resources will be chosen to give children a balanced view of the world in which they live and an appreciation of the rich diversity of our multicultural society

· The setting recognises that children have a wide range of needs which differ from time to time, and will consider what part it can play in meetings all these needs as they arise

· Planning for meetings and events will take into account the needs of people with SEN and disabilities
· Any discriminatory language, behaviour or remarks made by children, Parents/Carers or any other adults are unacceptable in Smarty Pants. Our responses will aim to demonstrate support for the victim/s to help those responsible to understand and over come their prejudices and to make it clear that such behaviour/remarks will not be tolerated

· Children and Paarent/Carers who have English has their second language will be equally valued and their languages recognised within the setting
