Health Policy
Health and Safety Officer is Emma Tagg
Our main aim is to create a healthy environment for both children and staff attending the setting. Any health issues should be brought immediately to the attention of Manager/Supervisor. All staff has a responsibility to work in a way which will ensure the health of themselves and all persons they come into contact with.

ACCIDENTS AND SICKNESS- Staff should familiarise themselves with the first aid box and incident book. All accidents should be entered into the book no matter how minor and reported to Manager/Supervisor. Details must be stated clearly and signed by Manager/Supervisor. Parents/carers must be informed of the occurrence and asked to view and sign the accident form then given the signed copy. The top copy should be placed in the grey box.

MEDICATION

In the event of a child becoming sick a parent carer should be contacted and collection of the child arranged. Medication will only be administered at the setting upon written request of the parent/carer and then only in accordance with prescribed instructions on original packaging. Only Manager/Supervisor will administer medication. Details of all medication administered must be recorded on medication forms and countersigned by parent/carer upon collection of child. Under no circumstances will medicines be administered which is not in its original packaging showing the child’s name and chemist label. All medicines are stored in their original containers as instructed on prescription labels and inaccessible to children.

HYGIENE- It is the responsibility of all staff to ensure that high standard of hygiene is maintained throughout the building, particularly during changing/toileting. Any spillage should be cleaned up immediately, toys and tables are to be kept clean and any building defects or matters giving rise for concern should be reported to the Manger/Supervisor. We steam clean our equipment twice yearly and half termly washing of equipment is carried out.

We have two first aiders Debbie Hill & Emma Tagg.Training is updated every three years. The first aid qualification includes training in first aid for infants and young children. A record of any accidents is recorded in our accident book and parent/carers are asked to sign.

SICK CHILDREN

If a child becomes ill or has any infections whilst in the setting a parent/carer will be informed as soon as possible and the child will be accompanied by a member of staff in a quiet corner  to be comforted until they arrive to collect the child.

SMOKING

We have a no smoking policy in within the building
