Smarty Pants
Behavioural Policy
All staff will aim to be positive role models for the children regards to: friendliness, care and courtesy.

Adults will not shout or raise their voices in threatening manner at any time.

We implement a method called THE BROKEN RECORD. The children are asked and explained to three times by staff to not display their unwanted behaviour.

Example

Staff:   Can we please share the cars Billy, Thank you.

Staff:   Billy I have already asked you to share the cars, we have to share with everyone, 
           Thank you

Staff:   Billy if you do not share the cars they will be taken away from you. The cars 
            belong to Smarty Pants and should be shared.

If the child still does not respond and share the cars the cars are removed from the child. Once the child apologises he is given a number of cars and asked to share them out.

· In cases of serious misbehaviour, such as racial or other abuse the unacceptability of the behaviour and attitudes will be made quite clear immediately by means of explanation rather than personal blame.

· If two children are having a disagreement we will not intervene unless it becomes physical.

· We aim to make it clear to the children that it is the act we dislike not them.

· All staff team, in partnership with parents/carers will discuss recurring problems.
· Staff will always praise desirable behaviour

· Staff will make themselves aware of, and respect a range of cultural expectations regarding interactions between people.
· Any conservation held between a member of staff and parent/carer regarding their child’s behaviour will always remain confidential.

· Our staff access regular updates 

· Staff will discuss their child’s behaviour with parent/Carers and record all conversations in the incident book

Guidelines:                   KIND HANDS AND SENSIBLE FEET
Staff will always encourage children to try and 

· Be kind to each other

· Talk to each other in a kind manner

· Take care of our belongings & those that belong to others

· Help to tidy away
· Share and take turns

· Never call other children names

· And never physically hurt other children
